FLY TYING WITH BILL BLACKSTONE 
 
Billôs 2X2 Beetle 
 
I would be remiss if one season went by where we didnôt have one fly that incorporated synthetic 

materials. So not to let you down, this month we have a patern that uses the modern day foam. This 

fly has 2 parts 2 materials and 2 sections. I refer to it as my 2X2 beetle.  

When you work with foam you have to adjust to that medium. Tying it in sometimes requires slightly 

trimming the tie in point down in size to accommodate for itôs bulk. Donôt be afraid to experiment. I cut 

my foam pieces first and then trim them down in thickness with scissors or a razor blade. I find that 

1/8 inch ñevasoteò (closed cell foam) is softer and more pliable than the 1/16 inch foam and is easier 

to work with. 

 
MATERIALS 
  

Hook-   Mustad 9671 / TMC 5262 #14-18 

Thread-  Black 

Under body-  Chioce peacock herl or black rabbit hair 

Over body-  Black 1/8ò closed cell foam 

ñTrackerò- Tuft of flourescent pink poly yarn 

 

Instructions: 

1. Wrap thread from eye of hook to the bend. 

2. Cut a strip of foam about equal in width to the gape of the hook (or how ever wide you want 

your beetle to be) and trim one end to a point.  

3. Tie in the foam by the point at the bend of the hook like tailing a dry fly. 

4. Tie in 2 to 4 pieces of herl to suit  the size of the hook and wrap forward to about the 2/3 rd point 

of the shank. Do not trim excess yet! 

5. Pull the foam over the herl and tie down at the 2/3rd point. (Note: if you stop the herl and tie 

down the foam at the halfway point you will make a nice Ant pattern) 

6. Tie in a piece of you favorite color indicator yarn on top of the hook and trim short for a 

ñTrackerò 

7. Lift the foam out of the way and wrap the herl forward to the head space tie down and trim. 

8. Pull the foam over and tie down, trim, wrap a neat head, cement, go fishôn.

Sespe Fly Fishers Conservation Notes, June 10, 2008 

Wild & Scenic River Legislation Status 

Friends of the River announced House approval of the California Desert and Mountain Heritage Act 

on June 9. The act will protect more than 31 miles of Wild & Scenic Rivers and more than 195,000 

acres of Wilderness, Wilderness in Riverside County. The act protects segments of the North Fork 

San Jacinto River, Fuller Mill Creek, Palm Canyon Creek and Bautista Creek in the San Jacinto 

Mountains near Palm Springs. Rep. Bono-Mack (R-Palm Springs). Sponsored the bill. 

The Senate companion bill, introduced by Senator Barbara Boxer is expected to be approved by 

committee and passage is hoped to be achieved before Congress adjourns in November.  

Oregon New Zealand Mud Snails 

Beware When Fishing in Oregon waters! 

While fishing in May on Oregonôs Deschutes River in the Maupin area, I reviewed the Oregon Dept of 

Fish and Wildlife regulations to determine the current status of the New Zealand Mud Snail invasion 

in their state. The NZMS have been known to be present in the lower Deschutes River for 3 years 

now, yet there is no mention of this in the ODFW section on invasive species and the map showing 

the location of invasives has not been updated since August 2005. I am aware of only 2 signs 

warning of the NZMS presence in the Maupin area (there could be more, but I havenôt seen them). 

Many fishermen and even guides are unaware of the invasion.  

The concern is that fishermen can visit infected areas and unknowingly contribute to the spread of the 

snails both within Oregon and back to their native state waters. I communicated this concern to 

CalTrout and they will follow up on the issue with Oregon Trout. I also sent an email to Oregon Dept. 

of Fish and Wildlife expressing this concern. 

The California Dept of Fish & Game maintains a current listing and map of known infestations both 

within our state and in the Western States. Fishermen planning out of state trips would be well 

advised to visit the website and check the watersheds they intend to visit.

Decontamination can be achieved by completely drying waders, boots and gear, freezing for 6 to 12 

hours, or immersion in 50% solution of water and 409 degreaser/disinfectant for 10 to 15 minutes 

(donôt use regular 409 cleaner). The snails can live up to a month in a damp surface area, so be sure 

things are completely dry before using in an uncontaminated watershed.
