Fishing the Surface of a Trout Lake
with Skip Morris

The program we will see this month, while
great for lake, reservoir and pond fishing, can also
be applied to very slow moving spring creeks and
pools in rivers.

Conservation Highlights

From Dennis Harper

Sespe Fly Fishers Conservation Notes, Nov 2009
Steelhead Protection Efforts:

During July and August this summer, poachers were observed fishing for steelhead on the Ventura
River. In spite of warnings, some persisted and were cited for trespassing or illegally fishing for the
endangered Southern Steelhead. Springs in the area of the confluence with San Antonio Creek and
the Ventura river maintain year long flow to the mouth of the river and steelhead are present in this
area. The Tri-County FISH team had gained DFG funds for 13 no-fishing signs that were placed at
strategic locations in Ventura County. However this was not sufficient coverage to adequately inform
the public that our coastal streams are closed to all fishing and to protect our native steelhead.
Thanks to Russ Baggerly for taking the lead, Jock Van Dyke and many others who mounted an effort
to raise funds, make more signs and gain necessary approvals to post the signs. Patagonia, City of
Ventura, United Water CD, Casitas MWD, National Marine Fisheries Service, and the Matilija Fly
Fishers contributed funds to the project. The Ojai Valley Land Conservancy has been a leader in
monitoring the Ventura River and taking action to protect the watershed and the steelhead. The
above groups and other agencies have encouraged their employees to enter the CalTIP hotline into
their cell phones and report poachers. All are encouraged to enter the number (888-DFG-CalTIP —
888-334-2258) into their cell phones.

In all there are 49 more signs to be posted in Ventura County and additionally we will have gained
many more eyes on our streams to help protect the steelhead. Hopefully the additional signs will

result in a significant improvement to the safety of the steelhead.
