gifts do not even have to be expensive. Stocking stuffers could include a fishing license, fresh tippet
andleader s, flies you cané6t or wonoét tie (I steadf a
balsa bodies, primer, and an intricate paint pattern including eyes). For more expensive items you are
probably on your own.

By now fly fishing shows have or are being hosted by fly shops or other commercial entities
specializing in such venues. | enjoy these and first want to see the expert presentations on various
fishing waters, fresh and salt. Next | like to learn from the tiers and casting demos also provided. And
then, of course, | often search for a new or better item to add to my flyfishing kit. Sometimes | extend
my knowledge by buying a new book or instructional DVD. Last, and certainly not least, it is great to
run into friends who | now only run into at these shows.

Just do not have the gumption to ask for new breathable waders when they could be a budget
breaker i maybe you can repair them. The following information is from Ralph Cutter:

1. First locate the pinhole leaks by turning the waders inside out and wipe them with a cloth
soaked in rubbing alcohol. Small grayish or brown spots will appear where there are leaks.
Lightly scuff the area to be repaired.
2. Cut a patch of tightly woven materi al approxi
with Aquaseal or Seam Grip then apply it to the area that leaks. Put a stack of books on the
patch until the adhesive is dry.

If you are still fishing in neoprene waders the following is recommended:
1. Clean the edges of the tear or hole with warm soapy water.
2. Coat all the edges with Seal Cement (check with a surf or dive shop to get this), let it set for a
moment, then clamp the area with a pair of Vice Grips.
3. The fix is fast, strong, and flexible.
