Speaker of the Month

Catching Difficult Trout
with Ed Engle

If you want to learn a number of new ideas that can help you
catch those trout that leave most fly fishers scratching their heads as
to how to cast to, and how to hook, be at our July meeting. The trout
we are talking about are the big, ultra-selective, highly-educated fish
found in heavily fished public waters, or they could be the trout in your
favorite stream that just happen
afternoon. The program you are going to see explains, as well as
shows, the importance of the best approach and casting position,
slack line casts, the use of small flies, maybe using spent spinners as
attractors, terrestrials as attractors, how to match the riseform and the hatch and fishing the zones
where trout are feeding. In addition, this program covers crucial equipment checks that will help you
land difficult-to-catch trout once you do hook them.

Ed Engle has been an avid fly fisherman for the past 30 years and has fly fished throughout
the continental United States, Alaska, Mexico, Chile, Argentina and Europe for a variety of game fish
species, but with a special emphasis on trout. He was born in Virginia, though has lived most of his
life in Colorado. He got into fly fishing when he saw people catching fish using this method,
expressed a desire to do it and was fortunate when his dad gave him a starter kit. Ed attended the
University of Colorado in Boulder and graduated with a degree in biology. Living in Colorado, Ed has
had ample opportunity to perfect his skills on all kinds of streams, using all types of flies. Today his
home and office are just west of Colorado Springs, within 40 miles of the South Platte River, one of

If we look at the books he has authored, we can see yet another reason he is so qualified to
lead us on this journey: Fly Fishing The Tailwaters (Stackpole, 1991) is a how-to book about fly
fishing for trout in the regulated waters that occur below dams. Seasonal: A Life Outside (Pruett
Publishing, 1989) is a collection of essays about the 12 years Ed spent as a seasonal employee in
the U.S. Forest Service. Splitting Cane: Conversations with Bamboo Rod Makers (Stackpole,
2002) is a collection of interviews Ed conducted with bamboo fly rod makers during a five year period.
The appendix includes additional information of interest to bamboo fly rod aficionados. Tying Small
Flies( St ackpol e, 2004) is a compilation oHyTyehe @A Sma
magazine. All of the columns have been updated with additional information for this volume. Fishing
Small Flies (Stackpole, 2005) is the companion volume to Tying Small Flies and details tactics and
techniques for fishing s nladullLessdns, s schedlied fdrpublicatiann d n
next month (August, 2010), but he has arranged to air freight some copies to SoCal that will be
literally just off the presses to have available at our meeting.

March 23 - April 3 San Pedro/Placencia Split Trip Overview

This trip encompasses two unique fisheries and locations that will thrill just about every fly rodder. We
start out by bringing guests up to the town of San Pedro for 4 nights and three days of fishing. San
Pedro is located in Northern Belize on the island of Ambergris Caye . The town is a really nice,
friendly beach community. I t 6s c | e aene ar otd of great e
bars and restaurants and the main part of town is located in a fairly centralized area so everything is
within a short walk from the hotel.

The fishing out of San Pedro encompasses a wide area that offers a highly diversified fishery. One
day you can be up fishing on the Belize/Mexico border for good sized bonefish, the next day you can
be 10 miles southwest of town, drifting on the tarpon flats, looking for rolling tarpon. This area also
has a healthy permit population. The permit fishing out of San Pedro is similar to that found in the
Yucatan : fish in 4-6 feet of water, either cruising or floating on the water surface. This area is
predominantly a marl based bottom, which means that wading opportunities are limited. That said, we
have some great guides who love to wade and they have some very good areas where guests can
wade for hours. The reef is about a half mile offshore from the town so if guys feel like targeting big
06cudas and jacks, snapper s awagtodpdnedaday. ZaePRedroiba s
good mixed bag fishery with a lot of bonefish.

For the second leg of the trip, we fly guests down to the Southern Belize village of Placencia for 4
nights and 3 days of fishing. This location is all about permit fishing; with some tarpon thrown in for
good measure. The flats off the coast of Placencia are about as good as it gets for targeting tailing
permit in very shallow water. Here, guests will be wading for almost all of their shots. The permit will
be tailing in 1-3 feet of water. For those who are interested, there is a huge mangrove estuary to the
west of town that can provide great fun for juvenile tarpon and possibly some snook?

Placencia village is smaller than San Pedro, but there are nonetheless plenty of little restaurants and
bars for post fishing relaxing.

Fishing

The fishing day in San Pedro is 8 hours long, while down in Placenicia the typical day is 9-10 hours in
length. The schedule in either location can be altered if guests would like to leave earlier. The guide
may advise this based on tides and weather. A packed lunch with drinks will be on board with the
guide each day.

The skiffs that guests will fish from in both locations are 23 to 25 foot pangas powered by 50-70 four
stroke engines.

Arrival day

For split trips, we start the trip with a Saturday Arrival and a Sunday Departure, the following
week. Guests will be met as soon as they clear customs in Belize City by a member of our staff. She
will direct you over to our local air carrier and make sure that your luggage is properly tagged for the
17 minute flight up to San Pedro. All in country flights are based on E tickets and will be in the Tropic
Air computer system. All guests need to do is present themselves at the Tropic Air counter and give
their names. As soon as you arrive at the airstrip in San Pedro, another member of our staff will be
waiting for you. He will escort you over to the hotel and get you checked in. The hotel is located in the
heart of town, right on the beach, has A/C, cable TV and pool. There will be an information package
on the town of San Pedro (best bars, where the pharmacy is located, where to buy Cuban cigars etc)
waiting for guests in their room.

Mid Week Travel Day

Mid week, on the travel day from San Pedro to Placencia, which is Day 5, guests will check out of
their hotel by 10:30 am. The flight to the Belize City Municipal Airport leaves from San Pedro at 11 am
and guests need to check in to Tropic Air for the flight no later than 15 minutes prior to departure. Our
driver and field supervisor will be at the hotel for 10:15 am to help with luggage etc. Itis a short 15
minute flight to Belize City from the San Pedro Airstrip. Please note that this is not the same airport
that guests fly into when they first arrive in Belize . There is a 45 minute lay over at the Belize City
Tropic Air terminal (cold drinks and light food are available) before guests board the 12:30 pm flight
down to Placencia.
The flight to Placencia takes about 45 minutes and guests will be met by our driver when they arrive.
The Placencia airstrip is just a 10 minute drive from the hotel, which is located right downtown and
about 50 feet from the ocean.
Because of our logistical abilities, the whole process of getting from San Pedro to Placencia is pretty
straight forward and hassle free.

Departure Day

There are flights departing from Placencia to the Belize International Airport every 90 minutes. Our
driver will pick you up at the hotel one hour before your Tropic Air flight is scheduled to depart
Placencia for the International airport. The Tropic Air departure time is dependent on your
International departure flight times and we would like you back in Belize City at least 2.5 hours prior to
your scheduled flight home.

New Mobile Web App Puts Fishing Information at Your Fingertips

Its a nice weekend, and you want to go fishing. If you're new to fishing, or in an unfamiliar area, where
should you go? If not everyone in your group has a license, where will you find the nearest place to
purchase one?

The California Department of Fish and Game (DFG) has released a mobile Fishing Guide web
application that provides access to fishing locations, latest fish planting sites and fishing license sales
locations. The web app, which is optimized for iPhone, Android and Blackberry smartphones, can be
accessed by navigating to www.dfg.ca.gov/maobile.

The new web app has three components:

1. Fishing Guide: The core Fishing Guide component provides a listing and maps of more than 1,500
fishing locations across the state. This includes locations that are accessible by car as well as back-
country sites.

2. Fish Planting Schedule: Recently planted locations often provide excellent fishing opportunities.
Anglers can now use their mobile phones to quickly find the latest fish planting sites in their area.

3. Fishing Licenses: Use your mobile phone to find one of the more than 1,600 locations around the
state that sell fishing licenses.

DFG's mobile Fishing Guide app was developed in collaboration with the Office of the State Chief
Information Officer, in conjunction with the newly designed CA.gov portal. The Fishing Guide app can
also be found by navigating to www.m.ca.gov and clicking on Recreation and Leisure.

Additionally, content on the newly designed home page at www.dfg.ca.gov has been reorganized with
the two most common visitor types in mind. A section for anglers and hunters provides links to
popular recreation pages such as regulations and license services. Another prominent section targets
those needing scientific or conservation services and information.
