From Ojai go east on Ojai Avenue, bear right at Boccalli's Restaurant and continue up Dennison
grade.

Tight Lines by Drew Madrigal

A friend of mine | ost expensi vsee-ums had redyudechhgs drnflyt e r i
necks to stems and feather dust. He now packs cedar wood in his tying materials kit. | had used

cedar blocks to protect my materials but noticed that after some time, when | opened the fly tying

materials drawers there was no longer a cedar smell. First | scored the blocks to rejuvenate the cedar
smell to protect my materials but the scent seemed to evaporate in a short period of time.

| did not want to swap to using naphthalene (moth balls) to protect my materials. It certainly works but
is so strong; | hate the smell, and do not want that smell on my flies. Go back to fresh cedar blocks? |
found a different option. | now buy Enviro-Magic Cedar Wood Closet Enhancer oil from Amazon.
Eight ounces costs $9.15 and is more than lifetime supply. What | do with this cedar oil is the
following:

1. Take left over mini-zip lock bags from fly tying materials and use a paper hole punch to punch
several holes in the baggies.

2. Cut some small foam blocks to insert in the baggies.

3. Spray the blocks with the cedar oil, put them in the baggies, and toss these into your tying
materials boxes and drawers.| spray the foam blocks every six months and have not had a
problem with bugs.

** Note: | also keep the cedar foam blocks stored with my flies that are stored for a long period of time

(specialty flies seldom used, i.e. tarpon flies). Why protect your materials but then have bugs sneak in
and chew your materials already tied into flies?

Woul dnét it be nice to carry only what you need
crazy trying to find the one fly you want to fish? Or if you are well organized, still do not want to walk

around with a vest so stuffed with fly boxes you feel like the Michelin man? | like using waist packs to

force myself to carry only what | really do need. If | had to carry one box which would it be? Though |

am pleased with Morellfyboxes, my Aoneo box is an Orvis box I
shop. The Orvis Light Weight Floating Fly Box (I fudged and got the large one, approximately

6 X4X10) is $13.95. This box is tough, fI| ga(iksthe ma
Morell boxes), tough foam inside, and a curved side which is comfortable against you in the waist

bag. This will hold a lot of my go-to-flies and is large enough to store a variety of flies | can use on

many waters. This is the one box | would grab at a moments notice to go fishing. Have to go now; it is

time to restock this box.
