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KISS Not the LA radio station, but the acronym for “Keep It Simple Stupid.”

| often wonder if the proponents of the sport of fly fishing err greatly in not
adhering more closely to the philosophy of KISS. Pick up any magazine or catalog
devoted to the sport and you find a dizzying array of tackle, clothes and related
paraphernalia. There are rods, reels, fly selections, etc., etc., etc. Take the catalog
section on flies for example. There are hundreds of patterns from which to select.
Each pattern comes in various sizes and an assortment of colors. Do a quick
mental calculation any you have thousands of flies from which to choose: and at
$1.50 each (some more, some less) you need thousands of dollars to cover all the
possibilities. Now throw in $500 reels, $150 extra spools for each line, five or six
lines at $60 each, a $100 vest, $300 waders, $120 shoes, an $80 net plus the
jackets, hats, gloves, sunglasses, leaders, tippets, etc., etc., etc. | would estimate
that for an investment of $5000 or so a beginner can approximate the image of the
“fly fisherman” he or she sees in the catalogs. Ever wonder why a 16 year-old
might be overwhelmed mentally and financially when they contemplate taking up
the sport? A Zebco rod and reel combo, a few bass plugs, some rubber worms (or
real ones) and some hooks might be more appealing.

I have chaffed for a log time about how overly complex some have made
our sport. What prompted me to rail about this now is an article in the
October/November, 2009 issue of Fly Rod and Reel magazine by one of our club
members. | confess, | overlooked it when 1 first read the issue. About a month ago
I was reading the reader’s comments in a later issue in which a reader praised the
article to which 1 am referring. It was written by Yvon Chouinard and entitled
“Simple Gifts”. Yvon had been recognized by the magazine as their “Angler of the
Year”. Keeping it simple appeals to Yvon. Get a copy and read it. (If you can’t
find it, contact me and | will get it to you).

The more | am involved in our sport, the more | appreciate the practitioners
like Yvon who strive to keep it simple. Dave Hughes, who has presented programs
at our club several times did an outstanding job during his last visit covering a
simple approach to fly selection. Lefty Kreh is another notable who adheres to the
simple vs. the complex. We all know, Bill Blackstone ties flies that look as if they
are ready to fly or crawl away, but if you attend his fly tying sessions, he ties flies
that catch fish. If you want to catch your breath, please read Yvon’s article.

I am looking forward to our August club speaker’s presentation. Steve
Schalla is doing another program of the Sierras. The one he did for us a couple of
years ago was so well received that we asked him to do another one. Plan to be
there.

On January 5, 2010, the Department of Fish and Game (DFG) suffered a tragic loss of three
employees in a helicopter crash while on a routine serial deer surve y. Clu Cotter, Associate
Biologi st (48 years old), Kevin O6Connor, Senior Bi
Stolberg, Scientific Aid ( 31 years old), all of Fresno, were esteemed colleagues and are greatly
missed.
DFG and the hunting and fishing communities recognize theimpor t ance of Cal i forni
heritage, and need to pass it along to the next generations. These biologist s are survived by six
children (3 boys and 3 girls, ages 4 to 12), and in an effort to help perpetuate their connection
to resource conservation and enjoyment, members of the hunting and fishing communities are
asking for help in securing lifetime fishing licenses for all six children . Lifetime hunting licenses
already have been secured.
Since DFG is legally prohibited from funding the purchase or givi ng away the fishing
licenses, the NCCFFF and the SWCFFF are taking the lead in gathering donations for
the fishing licenses. We are asking for each of the clubs in our re spective councils to
donate $50 towards the purchase of 2 lifetime fishing licenses f or the children. The
purchase price is approximately $1250.00 each, with all the stamps. Any additional
monies raised will be used to purchase the additional licenses for the children, or be
put in a fund for them.

March 23 - April 3 San Pedro/Placencia Split Trip Overview

This trip encompasses two unique fisheries and locations that will thrill just about every fly rodder. We
start out by bringing guests up to the town of San Pedro for 4 nights and three days of fishing. San
Pedro is located in Northern Belize on the island of Ambergris Caye . The town is a really nice,
friendly beach community. | hack vibedodliteThene ae lotd of great e
bars and restaurants and the main part of town is located in a fairly centralized area so everything is
within a short walk from the hotel.

The fishing out of San Pedro encompasses a wide area that offers a highly diversified fishery. One
day you can be up fishing on the Belize/Mexico border for good sized bonefish, the next day you can
be 10 miles southwest of town, drifting on the tarpon flats, looking for rolling tarpon. This area also
has a healthy permit population. The permit fishing out of San Pedro is similar to that found in the
Yucatan : fish in 4-6 feet of water, either cruising or floating on the water surface. This area is
predominantly a marl based bottom, which means that wading opportunities are limited. That said, we
have some great guides who love to wade and they have some very good areas where guests can
wade for hours. The reef is about a half mile offshore from the town so if guys feel like targeting big
6cudas and jacks, disiaawagsagreahwaylto spdne a day. Eae Pedro is a
good mixed bag fishery with a lot of bonefish.

For the second leg of the trip, we fly guests down to the Southern Belize village of Placencia for 4
nights and 3 days of fishing. This location is all about permit fishing; with some tarpon thrown in for
good measure. The flats off the coast of Placencia are about as good as it gets for targeting tailing
permit in very shallow water. Here, guests will be wading for almost all of their shots. The permit will
be tailing in 1-3 feet of water. For those who are interested, there is a huge mangrove estuary to the
west of town that can provide great fun for juvenile tarpon and possibly some snook?

Placencia village is smaller than San Pedro, but there are nonetheless plenty of little restaurants and
bars for post fishing relaxing.

Fishing

The fishing day in San Pedro is 8 hours long, while down in Placenicia the typical day is 9-10 hours in
length. The schedule in either location can be altered if guests would like to leave earlier. The guide
may advise this based on tides and weather. A packed lunch with drinks will be on board with the
guide each day.

The skiffs that guests will fish from in both locations are 23 to 25 foot pangas powered by 50-70 four
stroke engines.

Arrival day

For split trips, we start the trip with a Saturday Arrival and a Sunday Departure, the following
week. Guests will be met as soon as they clear customs in Belize City by a member of our staff. She
will direct you over to our local air carrier and make sure that your luggage is properly tagged for the
17 minute flight up to San Pedro. All in country flights are based on E tickets and will be in the Tropic
Air computer system. All guests need to do is present themselves at the Tropic Air counter and give
their names. As soon as you arrive at the airstrip in San Pedro, another member of our staff will be
waiting for you. He will escort you over to the hotel and get you checked in. The hotel is located in the
heart of town, right on the beach, has A/C, cable TV and pool. There will be an information package
on the town of San Pedro (best bars, where the pharmacy is located, where to buy Cuban cigars etc)
waiting for guests in their room.
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Mid Week Travel Day

Mid week, on the travel day from San Pedro to Placencia, which is Day 5, guests will check out of
their hotel by 10:30 am. The flight to the Belize City Municipal Airport leaves from San Pedro at 11 am
and guests need to check in to Tropic Air for the flight no later than 15 minutes prior to departure. Our
driver and field supervisor will be at the hotel for 10:15 am to help with luggage etc. Itis a short 15
minute flight to Belize City from the San Pedro Airstrip. Please note that this is not the same airport
that guests fly into when they first arrive in Belize . There is a 45 minute lay over at the Belize City
Tropic Air terminal (cold drinks and light food are available) before guests board the 12:30 pm flight
down to Placencia.
The flight to Placencia takes about 45 minutes and guests will be met by our driver when they arrive.
The Placencia airstrip is just a 10 minute drive from the hotel, which is located right downtown and
about 50 feet from the ocean.
Because of our logistical abilities, the whole process of getting from San Pedro to Placencia is pretty
straight forward and hassle free.

Departure Day

There are flights departing from Placencia to the Belize International Airport every 90 minutes. Our
driver will pick you up at the hotel one hour before your Tropic Air flight is scheduled to depart
Placencia for the International airport. The Tropic Air departure time is dependent on your
International departure flight times and we would like you back in Belize City at least 2.5 hours prior to
your scheduled flight home.

Included in the price

1) Being met as soon as you clear customs in Belize City by a member of our staff

2) Airfare from Belize City to San Pedro

3) Round trip taxi service from the San Pedro airstrip to the hotel

4) 4 nights accommodation (based on double occupancy) at a beachfront hotel. The hotel has A/C,
pool and bar.

5) Breakfast each morning

6) 3 days of guided fishing (based on two angers in each skiff) A light lunch and drinks are included.
7) An information package on the town of San Pedro . The best restaurants, bars, places to buy
Cuban cigars, etc.

8) Airfare from San Pedro to Placenica (about 45 minutes flying time)

9) Round trip taxi service from the Placencia airstrip to the hotel

10) 4 nights accommodation (based on double occupancy) at a hotel located right in town and about
30 seconds from the ocean. The hotel has A/C

11) Breakfast each day

12) 3 days of guided fishing (based on two anglers in the skiff)

13) Lunch and drink on board the boat each day

14) Airfare from Placencia to the Belize International Airport on the departure day

15) An information package on the town of Placencia .

16) An on site trip coordinator to oversee all aspects of this trip.
